LUCKNOW: After recovering the
decomposed body of missing
trader Virendra Narula, 70, on
Friday night, nearly six days
after his murder, Lucknow
police claimed to have solved
the case on Saturday with the
arrest of two sons of his tenant
in the Ashiana area.
The body was recovered from

the Indira Canal under the Shiv-

garh police station limits in Rae
Bareli, nearly 20 km from where
the two accused had dumped it
in Gosaiganj, on August 11. 
Deputy commissioner of

police (DCP), East, Sushant
Singh, informed that the trader,
who lived under the Ashiana
police station limits, had gone
missing since the afternoon of
August 11 when he left his house
to visit another rented property
in the Manak Nagar area, where
the family of accused had been

living for the past 14 years. 
The DCP said the victim’s

son, Siddarth Narula,
approached the Ashiana police
on August 12 to report his
father’s mysterious disappear-
ance. He lodged an FIR on
August 13, accusing the tenant’s
two sons, Sukhwinder Singh
(Vicky, 30) and Ajit Singh alias
Tittu (26), of murder based on
the initial findings of the police
investigation into his father’s
disappearance.

Minister for parliamentary

affairs Suresh Khanna, when
asked to comment on the high
court order, however, said, “We
are studying the HC order and
the state government will ensure
that no injustice is caused to any-
body.”
Others aware of the develop-

ment confirmed that the chief
minister has convened a meeting
to discuss the issue on Sunday.
A division bench of the Alla-

habad high court comprising
Justice AR Masoodi and Justice
Brij Raj Singh has ordered that
the state government should
issue a fresh list while disposing
of the 91 special appeals filed

into the matter by candidates
challenging the single-judge
bench judgment of March 13,
2023.
The state government appears

to be having not many options
that include either challenging
the high court order or imple-
menting the same.

LUCKNOW: After the Lucknow
bench of the Allahabad high
court directed the U.P. govern-
ment to prepare a fresh selec-
tion list within three months in
the 69,000 assistant teachers’
recruitment matter, teachers
are hopeful that the state gov-
ernment will challenge the
high court order in the
Supreme Court to safeguard
the interest of those who have
been discharging their duty for
the past three years.
“Around 69,000 teachers

have been working for the last
three years. They got selected
after clearing the competition.
Now, after the high court order,
their fate hangs in the balance,”
said Apurva Dixit, state presi-
dent, Uttar Pradesh Junior

High School (Purva Mad-
hyamik) Teachers’ Association.
“The government must make

such a provision that their ser-
vices continue,” he added. 
Chief minister Yogi Aditya-

nath had distributed appoint-
ment letters on October 16,
2020 to 31,227 assistant teach-
ers. In the second phase, the
CM had distributed appoint-
ment letters to 36,950 teachers

on December 5, 2020.
Shankar Sharma, who is

posted at a primary school in
Sitapur district, is worried
about his future.
“All of us are having sleep-

less nights after the high court
order. We have been working
for the past three years and
now all of a sudden, our fate is
uncertain,” said Shankar
Sharma.
“I was married in 2022 and

have a child. My parents are
also dependent on me and I
have also taken a housing loan.
Now, if I lose my job then what
will happen,” he added.
“I am hopeful that the gov-

ernment will protect our inter-
est,” he said.
Rajesh Yadav posted in Sita-

pur district is hopeful that the
state government will chal-
lenge the high court’s order in

the Supreme Court.
“After the high court’s order,

the only option left for the state
government is to move the
Supreme Court to seek a stay
on this order,” he added.
“I am hopeful that the state

government will take all neces-
sary measures to safeguard our
interest,” he said.
According to government

sources, the office of the
advocate general is studying
the high court order, and
soon, the government will
move the Supreme Court seek-
ing a stay.
“Government will make sure

LUCKNOW: Bahujan Samaj Party
leader Mayawati on Saturday
welcomed the Allahabad high
court’s order on preparing a
fresh selection list for the
appointment of 69,000 assistant
teachers in Uttar Pradesh.

2020 and January 2022, which
included 6,800 candidates and
directed the Uttar Pradesh gov-
ernment to prepare a fresh selec-
tion list for the appointment of
69,000 assistant teachers within
three months.

Befitting reply to machination 
of BJP government, says Rahul

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KANPUR: As many as 22
coaches of Sabarmati Express
passenger train, from Varanasi
to Ahmedabad (19168), derailed
between Govindpuri and Bhim-
sen railway stations on a hold-
ing line around 2:30 am on Sat-
urday after its engine struck an
object on the tracks. Only a few
passengers sustained minor
injuries, informed officials. 
The derailment affected 22

of the 23 coaches. Railway,
police, and administrative
teams quickly initiated rescue
efforts.  
The union minister for rail-

ways, Ashwini Vaishnaw in a
post on a social media site X
has not ruled out the possibility
of sabotage. He stated, “The
engine hit an object on the
tracks, sharp hit marks are
observed. Evidence is pro-
tected. Intelligence Bureau and
Uttar Pradesh police are work-
ing on it.” 
According to North Central

Railway (NCR) general man-
ager Upendra Chandra Joshi,
the train driver reported that
the train collided with a boul-
der, triggering emergency
brakes. Further investigation is
expected to provide additional
details. About 400 meters of
track were damaged, but there
is hope that the up-line of the
Kanpur-Jhansi will be restored
within 24 hours, he added. 
The passengers reported

hearing a loud noise before the
train started shaking and even-
tually came to a halt. 
The Sabarimati Express left

Kanpur Central at 1:59 am,
bound for Jhansi. Around 2:30
am, the train collided with a

boulder near the Panki indus-
trial area, prompting the driver
to apply emergency brakes.
However, 22 of the 23 coaches,
along with the engine, derailed.
The impact was strong enough
to twist the cattle guards at
both ends of the engine and
displaced the track’s sleepers.
Although no coaches were
thrown off the tracks, some
tilted and sank into the gravel.
A passenger Ram Sajiwan

Yadav reported a sudden loud
noise and the train coming to a
stop at 2:30 am, causing panic.
One passenger was sent for
medical treatment after sus-
taining a head injury. 
Kanpur police and Railway

Protection Force (RPF) person-
nel transported 1,700 passen-
gers to Kanpur using a MEMU
train and special buses. The
passengers were then sent to

Ahmedabad on a special train
via the Etawah-Bhind route.
Meanwhile, the railway author-
ities started clearing the
derailed coaches and began
repairs on the up-line of the
Kanpur-Jhansi route, to
resume service by late Sunday
morning. 
After the accident, 8 trains

were cancelled, two were par-
tially cancelled, and 11 were
re-routed.

{ SABARMATI EXPRESS MISHAP }

22 coaches derail near Knp, 
minor injuries reported

After the derailment, the
forensic experts, along with
the railways technical team,
were on-site collecting sam-
ples. The teams are investi-
gating to determine the
cause and identify the object
that led to the incident. 
Initial investigations

have highlighted a three-
foot-long piece of rail found
90 metres away from the site
as a significant point of
interest. 
The driver in his report

stated that he saw an object,
a boulder, on the tracks,
which prompted him to
apply emergency brakes. At
that moment, the train was

travelling at speed of about
80 kmph.
Additional commissioner

of police (Law and Order),
Harish Chander, stated that
the site is being meticu-
lously examined for evi-
dence. He mentioned that
the three-foot piece of rail,
along with other items, most
of them iron pieces, have
been preserved. 
“The situation will be

clearer once the forensic
and railway technical team
reports are received,” he
said adding, “Initial investi-
gations show that the rail
piece does not exhibit any
sign of abrasion.”
