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Lucknow comes to a halt
when its ‘heart’ is choked

Traffic snarls in
Hazratganj have a
rippling effect across
the city; experts call
for long-term fixes

LUCKNOW : Hazratganj, the heart
of Lucknow and one of the busi-
est market areas in the city, is
more than justa destination - it's
a passage with thousands cross-
ing through it every day toreach
different parts of the city. And a
traffic mess here on any given
day makes one thing clear -
when Ganj stops, Lucknow
comes toa halt!

The chaos on Monday was a
glaring example. Traffic snarls
began around 10am when traffic
diversions were rolled out for
the Monsoon Session of the UP
legislative assembly. The move
was aimed at facilitating VVIP
convoys, but instead of easing
congestion, the plan triggered a
citywide chain reaction. Within
an hour, Hazratganj was clogged
with re-routed vehicles.

A spell of rain worsened the
situation. By noon, arterial roads
leading to Qaiserbagh, Amina-
bad, Hussainganj and Charbagh
turned into choke points. The
ripple effect spread further:
Alambagh, Mahanagar and
Gomti Nagar also saw severe
traffic snarls. Commuters
reported being stuck for up to
two hours on stretches that nor-
mally take 20 minutes.

LDA plans Rs 1,002-cr
‘lift’ for Green Corridor

LUCKNOW : The Lucknow Devel-
opment Authority (LDA) is set
to upgrade the city's Green Cor-
ridor project, aiming to connect
Baikunth Dham (located close
to Ballu adda) to Pipra Ghat and
further towards Kisan Path, at
an estimated cost of 31,002
crore. LDA vice-chairman Pra-
thamesh Kumar on Wednesday
confirmed that the project’s
DPR was being prepared and
further aspects were being
looked into.

“For the first time, a detailed
City Mobility Plan (CMP) has
been prepared with the help of a
private consultant firm to regu-
late public transport, managing
traffic flow and improving over-
allurban mobility under a long-
term vision,” said AK Gautam,
city town planner, LDA.

proposed stretches are
expected to benefit from
faster travel, reduced
traffic jams and better
connectivity to major city
landmarks, induding the
cricket stadium and
educational institutions.
Once the DPR is approved,
LDA will move quickly to
invite tenders, with
construction expected to
begin after the next
budget, officials said.

This part of
the project is estimated to cost
around 2430 crore, he added.

Key features

The two upgraded stretches will
feature multiple intersections,
ROBs and improved access
points to reduce travel time for
commuters between central
and southern Lucknow. The
DPR is being prepared by the
LDA’s project management cell
(PMC). Once alignments are
finalised, the DPR will be sent to
the state government for fund-
ing approval.

A senior LDA official said the
Baikunth Dham-Pipra Ghat link
is critical for integrating with
the existing Green Corridor net-
‘work. “This stretch will provide
adirect, uninterrupted route for
thousands of commuters, espe-
cially during peak hours, and
help ease congestion on internal
city roads,” the official added.

Part of ¥7,000-cr vision
The Green Corridor project
begins near IIM Road and
extends to Kisan Path via Shah-
eed Path. Itis designed to create
seamless north-south connec-
tivity across Lucknow while
diverting heavy traffic away
from residential and commer-
cial hubs. With a total estimated
cost of around 27,000 crore, the
project is being implemented in
multiple phases.

LUCKNOW : A new five-storey
building for Birju Maharaj
Kathak Sansthan is under con-
struction in the city and is
expected to be completed by
April next year.

Currently situated in Qaiserb-
agh, the institute will shift to the
new facility located near police
headquarters on Shaheed Path.

LUCKNOW : As many as 18,659
people from Uttar Pradesh have
completed their forms and pro-
visionally been selected for the
Hajj 2026 pilgrimage. The state
had received 20,969 registra-
tions againstan approved quota
of 30,000 pilgrims before the
August 7 deadline. For the first
time, 1147 applicants have opted
for the 20-day ‘Mini’ or ‘Short
Hajj instead of the 4045 day trip.

Moradabad district recorded
the highest number of applica-
tions at 2,090, followed by
Meerut with 1,343 and Rampur
with 1,084. Lucknow saw 811
applications.

UP Hajj committee chairman

CM sounds bird flu

alert, orders extra

LUCKNOW: After tests confirmed
that chicken deaths in Rampur
district were due to a bird flu
outbreak, chief minister Yogi
Adityanath on Wednesday
directed departments concerned
to take swift and coordinated
action. He ordered officials to
ensure that the safety of pro-
tected animals and birds in the
state was not compromised.
The CM ordered enhanced
security across all zoos, bird
sanctuaries, national parks, wet-
lands, and cow shelters in Uttar
Pradesh, directing immediate
implementation of measures as
per central and state guidelines.

LUCKNOW: Three peddlers who
used an e-rickshaw to sell can-
nabis while on the move were
arrested in Canal Road area on
Sunday, police said. The sus-
pects confessed te using the
e-rickshaw to carry ganja and
sell it to their customers along
the way to avoid detection.

LUCKNOW: Shopping malls can
now be built on 18-metre-wide
roads and clinics or primary
schools on nine-metre-wide
roads in the state capital under
the new Uttar Pradesh Building
Construction and Development
Bylaws-2025.

Another provision of the new
bylaws is no map approval for
residential plots of up to100 sq.
metres and for commercial
plots of up to 30 sq. metres.

The rules also allow for the
approval of single residential
building maps on government-
constructed roads that are less

than nine metres wide in resi-
dential land-use zones, exclud-
ing illegal colonies, stated an
LDA note on Wednesday.

Lucknow Development
Authority (LDA) officials said
the move would promote
planned development in both
new urban areas and densely
populated parts of old Lucknow.

On Wednesday, the LDA con-
ducted an awareness meeting.
with builders and traders at a
hotel in Chowk, as part of its
campaign to familiarise stake-
holders with the new bylaws.
Officials said the aim was to
make the building approval
process simpler, transparent,
and more citizen-friendly.
